4.
   REVIEW OF APPLICATIONS FOR PLACES IN RECEPTION CLASS IN SEPTEMBER 2022
4.1
The Committee reviewed the applications for entry to the Reception class in the Main School in September 2022, noting in particular the order of priority as set out in section 5 of the Admissions policy:
a) Looked after and formerly looked after children.

b) Children whom the Governing Body accepts have an exceptional medical or social need which the school is particularly able to meet. 

c) Children whose elder sibling(s) attended the school at the closing date for applications.

d) Children living within the Parish of All Saints’ or within 2 kilometres (1.243 miles) of the school with a parent who is a committed member of All Saints’ Church (as defined in the school’s Admissions Policy).
e) Children living within the Parish of All Saints’, prioritised by distance from the school.
f) Children living outside the Parish of All Saints’, prioritised by distance from the school.
It was noted that, due to the pandemic, attendance at church has been limited.  The current policy was amended to recognise that qualifying attendance would be proportional based on the possible attendance throughout the year (see school policy for 2022).
5.2
The applications had been ranked by the school office manager, using distances provided by LB Barnet.  A total of 122 applications had been received.   All had been received by the published deadline; there were no late applications.  EF reviewed the ranking with the office manager prior to meetings.  After receiving clarification regarding the address of a couple of applicants, it was agreed that the ranking was in line with the school policy.
5.3
Governors noted that no applications had been made on the basis of oversubscription criterion (a) looked-after children.  
5.4
No applications had been made on the basis of oversubscription criterion (b) children with an exceptional medical or social need which the school was particularly able to meet.    
5.5
The committee noted that 16 applications had been made on the basis of oversubscription criterion (c) children who had siblings at the school on the closing date for applications.  All were confirmed to be correct.

5.6
The HT reported that 1 application had been on the basis of oversubscription criterion (d) a parent who was a committed member of All Saints’ church.  Governors were advised that Rv Kim Quak- Wimslow had confirmed that this family were regular worshippers at All Saints’ church as evidenced by the parish attendance records.  The committee therefore accepted the application made on this basis.
5.7
It was noted that 39 applications had been received from families on the basis of oversubscription criterion (e) children who live within the parish of All Saints’ Church.   The committee confirmed that all 39 were correct using an updated map provided by Caroline Higgins with a close up of Holland Close to determine whether individual houses fell within the parish map.  The map was sourced from google maps.
5.8
A further 66 applications had been received from families, who had applied for places on the basis of proximity to the school.  Governors checked that these had been correctly ranked, using measurements of distance provided by LB Barnet.   
5.9
Once the committee was satisfied that all the applications had been correctly ranked, governors authorised the school to offer places in the Reception class in September 2021 in the order outlined above.
